Admissions Policy for the academic year 2024-25
St John Bosco is a Roman Catholic Primary School provided by Manchester LEA as a voluntary aided primary school.  The school’s Governing Body is the admission authority and is responsible for taking decisions on applicants for admission. For the school year commencing September 2024 the Governing Body has determined that the number of children to be admitted to Reception will be 30.
Admissions to the school will be determined by the Governing Body.  Parents must apply online via the website http://www.manchester.gov.uk/info/705/school_admissions  

If there are fewer than 30 applications, all applicants will be offered places.  If there are more applications than the number of places available, the following oversubscription criteria will be applied: 

1.  Baptised Catholic Looked After Children or previously Looked After Children. (Previously Looked After Children are children who were looked after, but ceased to be so because they were adopted or became subject to a residence order or special guardianship order.)
2.
Children with an exceptional social, medical, educational or religious need which can be best met, or only met at St John Bosco.
3.  Baptised Roman Catholic children who will have a brother or sister attending the 

school at the time of admission and resident in the catchment area of St John Bosco.

4.  Other baptised Roman Catholic children resident in the catchment area of St John Bosco, see Appendix A.

5.  Other baptised Roman Catholic children who will have a brother or sister attending the school at the time of admission, resident in another parish.

6.  Other baptised Roman Catholic children who are resident in another parish.

7.  Other Looked After Children and previously Looked After Children.

8.  Other children who have a sibling at the school at the time of admission.

9.  Other children.

Notes

a) All applications for Reception September 2024 will be considered at the same time after the closing date for 
admissions which is 15th January 2024
b) Each Roman Catholic applicant will be required to produce a baptismal certificate.

c) Parents should check carefully whether they are resident within the catchment area of St. John Bosco, Appendix A.

d) It is the duty of the Governors to comply with class size limits at Key Stage One.  This means that classes in Key Stage One cannot have more than 30 children.  The Governing Body may exceed the regulation for twins and children from multiple births when one of the children is the 30th child admitted.
e) Within each category, applicants will be prioritised according to the distance between the child’s permanent address and the school.  Distance will be measured in a straight line from the child’s permanent home address to the centre point of the school as defined by the Local Land and Property Gazette (LLPG), and using the Local Authority’s computerised measuring system, with those living closer to the school receiving higher priority.

*Sibling refers to brother or sister, half brother or sister, adopted brother or sister, step brother or sister, or the child of the parent/carers partner where the child for whom the school place is sought is living in the same family unit at the same address as that sibling.

In Year Admissions

Admissions to the school will be determined by the Governing Body.  

If you are applying for admission outside of the usual Reception entry this is how to apply:

a) Application must be made to the school by calling in person or by phone to 0161 740 7094 and then filling in our own application form and returning it to school. You must also apply to the Local Authority Admissions Team https://www.manchester.gov.uk/info/500321/primary_school_admissions/7265/apply_for_a_primary_school_place_for_now 
b) After receipt of the form, we will inform you as soon as possible (within 10 school days) if we have a space in the requested year group

c) If you are unsuccessful, you may appeal against the decision. Parents must complete a Local Authority Preference Form or apply online via the website:   http://www.manchester.gov.uk/info/705/school_admissions/7102/school_place_appeals.  

d) If requested, we will hold your application in a waiting list.

Admission to Nursery

To apply for a Nursery Place, please use our Nursery application form. Applications will be accepted until the end of the Spring Term.  Applications after this time will also be considered if there are still places available.

Our Nursery has 30 part time, morning places and we admit up to this number. Should there be more applications than places then the same criteria as used above are used to rank all applications. Afternoon sessions are available for those families in receipt of a 30 hours free childcare code or for those who wish to purchase extra sessions.

Appendix A

Catchment area: St. John Bosco R.C. Primary School 

From the junction of Rochdale Road and the M60, ESE along the Manchester – Middleton boundary to the junction of Victoria Avenue East/Greengate/Moston Lane. South West along Moston Lane to the Fourways roundabout continuing South along Moston lane to the junction of Crowden Road. Continuing West along the whole of Crowden Road and then taking a direct line WSW along the White Walk and through Boggart Hole Clough to a point halfway along but not including Glen Avenue. Continuing on a direct line NNW through Boggart Hole Clough to the junction with Charlestown Road and Polefield Road.  Continuing on a direct line NNE through Bailey’s Wood to a point at the rear of Earby Grove and Cullen Grove and then continuing NNW to White Moss Road. Continuing WSW along White Moss Road at its junction with Churston Avenue to its junction with Elmton Road and continuing along Elmton Road to the junction with Leverdale Road.  Continuing NNW along Leverdale Road to the junction with Rochdale Road. Continuing NNE along the centre of Rochdale Road to the Manchester – Middleton boundary.
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
